The Fonterra pipe reel is suitable for proper reel-off of floor heating
pipes. Optimum handling and easy mounting thanks to wing nut con-
nections.

n Extending feet with holes for fixing to the floor

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3 Handling
3.1 Transport and storage

Observe the following with transport and storage:

n Avoid heavy blows and vibrations.
n Store components in a clean and dry place.
n Do not remove the components from the packaging until immedi-

ately before use.

3.2 Assembly
Release the extensions and turn them through 180°. Afterwards the
stabilisation springs point up.

Spread the feet and extensions at a 90° angle.
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Put the arm up. Repeat the process for all four extensions.

Loosen the wing screw at the extension (1) and set the desired
width (2).

Next, tighten the wing screw again (3).

Repeat the process for all four extensions.

Loosen the wing screw at the arm (1) and set the extension to the
desired height (2).

Next, tighten the wing screw again (3).

Repeat the process for all four extensions.

Use the rotary brake to set the desired turning resistance.
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Place the pipe and pull the extensions outwards until the arms make
contact at the inside.

3.3 Disposal
Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
