I Loosen the battery from the control electronics.

B Remove the old battery.

I Connect the battery to the control electronics.

I Expose the temperature sensor connection cable.

B Loosen the toothed belt on the left side of the large gear wheel.

B Loosen the toothed belt on the right side of the large gear wheel.

I Pull off the toothed belt on the left side over the large gear wheel.

I Pull off the toothed belt on the right side over the large gear wheel.

NOTICE! Do not damage the temperature sensor.

I Turn the large gear wheel on the left side anti-clockwise as far as it
will go.

B Turn the large gear wheel on the right side clockwise as far as it will
far.

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I Push the new toothed belt on the left side over the large gear wheel.

B Push the new toothed belt on the right side over the large gear
wheel.

NOTICE! Do not damage the temperature sensor.

B Lay the toothed belt on the left side on the small gear wheel.

B To wind on the toothed belt, turn the large gear wheel clockwise.

B Lay the toothed belt on the right side on the small gear wheel.

B To wind on the toothed belt, turn the large gear wheel anti-clock-
wise.
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3.2 Disposal

Multiplex Trio E battery and toothed belt set

Handling

I Check that the toothed belt is seated centrally.

B Connect the temperature sensor.
B Affix the label.

I Connect the plugs of the cables of the control and display element
with the sockets of the control unit.

Connect the control element with the socket marked "TLI A".
Connect the display element with the socket marked "DISPLAY".

The plugs have a groove left and right on one long side which must
face forward when plugging in.

B Restore the mains voltage.

Separate the product and packaging materials (e. g. paper, metal,
plastic or non-ferrous metals) and dispose of in accordance with valid
national legal requirements.
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
