3.1 Assembly

Remove hard foam block.

Set the height of the ceramic fixing using the threaded rods. The
height can be between 310 and 390 mm.

Use the cover plate to cover the opening fully if the WC ceramic
does not completely cover the surface completely.

Place cover plate onto the threaded rods.

Handling
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Cut flushing pipe and drainpipe to length appropriately.

Mount ceramic.
